The county council held a special meeting August 30 to
take up an ordinance to illuminate the collection of
communication services tax after December 31, 2023.

The current communication services tax is 5.22%, which

collects approximately an annual $3 million in MSD
fund, paid only by residents in unincorporated county

and the council wants to eliminate this tax for those resi-

dents. However, the state communication services tax
will still be charged.

To ensure the city's six zones represent an egual number
of residents, every 10 years, the city adjusts the
boundaries of each zone in accordance with population
shifts. The process to evenly distribute Daytona Beach's
residents — called redistricting — has been completed, and

Zone X spans the beachside and mainland.

Fla’s 5th Congressional District ?

There could be a change in north Fla’s 5th congressional
district where black voters make up a sizable share of
the population, if voting rights groups prevail in an ongo-
ing legal battle.

This goes back to that Congressional District map sought
by Gov DeSantis around Duval, Gadsden and other Coun-
ties that had previously been represented by a Black
Democrat....Cong Al Lawson.

Several voting rights groups argue the current map vio-
lates the state constitution, which protects minority-
access districts in the state. Plaintiffs hope to have the dis-
trict changes prior to the 2024 elections.

The case is now in Leon County Circuit Court and could
be appealed to the Fla Supreme Court.....which would
have to issue a decision by December, under a recent
agreement in the case.

The State is arguing that prioritizing race is unconstitu-
tional. The matter of compactness of a district also comes
into play. Currently, Fla’s Supreme Court is made up of
mostly DeSantis appointees. However, could the map
later go before a federal court? The outcome could play a
role in which major party takes the US House after the
2024 elections. Republicans hold a 5-seat majority but
similar redistricting map cases are being heard in Georgia
and Alabama.
