Beachfront Recovery Construction Projects to con-
tinue during Volusia Seaturtle Nesting Season 
 

The sea turtle nesting season began May 1st so tur-
tles will be emerging from the surf to lay eggs on the 
beach in the next few months. Only about one in 
1000 to 10,000 hatchlings make it to maturity which 
may take 25 years. 
 

County staff wants to make the beaches a safe and 
inviting place for sea turtles AND humans. They also 
want beaches “clean, dark and flat” and residents 
are requested to turn off lights when not in use and 
to redirect lights away from the beach. 
 

Construction projects are being coordinated by the 
County’s environmental/coastal division, Dept of   
Environmental Protection and Fla Fish/Wildlife Com-
mission. 

Nesting season runs until October 31st and

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Legislative Session Adjourns……. 
 

The legislature ended its Session last Friday after 
approving a $117 billion which included  
• a 5% raise for state workers  
• permanent sales tax exemption many necessi-

ties reduction in communication servies tax  
• lower business rental tax  
 

along with funding increases for education and 
the environment.  
 

New budget starts July 1….$5 billion higher than 
last year……thanks to increased revenues. 
 

Includes $2.7 billion in tax cuts for consumers and 
businesses including  
• toll road reductions,  
• workforce housing tax relief for developers 
• exemptions for hurricane repairs. 
 

DeSantis has 15 days from the date he received 
the budget to sign it or exercise line item vetoes

SB 246  Fla KidCare Eligibility which increases in-
come eligibility threshold for coverage under 
Florida Kidcare program 
 

HB 7063   Communications Services Tax sets 
state’s CST at 6% rate (a 1.44 % reduction from 
its current level); prevents local govts from in-
creasing their local CST rate for next 3 years;  
 

SB 264  prohibits foreign principals connected 
with People's Republic of China, Chinese Com-
munist Party, related entities from purchasing ag-
ricultural land & designated real property in Fla.. 
 

SB 102 Housing provides incentives for invest-
ments to build affordable housing; encourages 
mixed-use developments in commercial areas….. 
 

SB 1718 Immigration steps up requirements for 
businesses to check immigration status of work-
ers; cracks down on anyone bringing undocu-
mented immigrants into Fla.

Gov DeSantis Awards $100 Million 
to Impacted Coastal Communities 
Through Hurricane Stormwater 
and Wastewater Assistance Grant 
Program 

During their December 2022 special session, the 
Legislature approved a $100 million Hurricane 
Stormwater/Wastewater Assistance Grant Pro-
gram to help impacted local governments address 
damages to stormwater/wastewater infrastruc-
ture due to Hurricane Ian or Hurricane Nicole. 
 

Governor and Fla Dept of Environmental Protec-
tion (DEP) Secretary Shawn Hamilton awarded 
$100 million to 16 counties (including Volusia) to 
repair damage to their stormwater/wastewater 
systems caused by Hurricanes Ian or Nicole. 
 

Of this amount, Daytona Beach was awarded 
$3.9 million for storm water and waste water 
projects. 

Ponce Inlet Lois Paritsky, Town Mgr Mike Disher 

The Ponce Inlet Town Council appointed to 
Mike Disher as their new Town Manager.

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Gov DeSantis addresses Lloyds of London 
 

On a recent trip to London, Gov DeSantis along 
with Citizens Property Insurance Corp Presi-
dent Tim Cerio provided an update on Fla’s 
efforts to stabilize the property insurance mar-
ket and secured a commitment from re-
insurance companies to increase access for car-
riers serving Fla policyholders. 
 

He hilighted recent legislative reforms to pro-
mote competition/consumer choice to make 
the market more attractive to businesses. 
 

He stressed importance of partnerships in sup-
porting Fla’s large insurance-related economic 
sector, which includes over 4,800 businesses, 
writing over $209 billion premiums. Fla’s insur-
ance industry provides 213,000 jobs and is 3.5% 
of Fla’s GDP in 2020.  
 

Let’s all hope that Fla gets more insurance carri-
ers here to write new business…. 

They blamed the collapse of those two banks on 
regulatory failures at the US central bank, which 
has operated up to now with an internal inspec-
tor general who reports to the Fed board. 
 

Both Republicans and Democrats have pledged 
tighter oversight of bank-
ing regulators following 
the collapses of Silicon Val-
ley Bank and Signature 
Bank, which were followed 
by billions of dollars in 
losses for financial stocks.
